How to get here: From ESE Loop 323 in Tyler, go south on University (Spur 248). Take a right on FM 848 (Bascom Rd.). Go 2/10’s of a mile and turn

right at iron gate.

Special Rules: Fishing will be allowed Thursday and Friday
(March 13 & 14), and Monday and Tuesday (March 17 & 18),
during the hours of 8:30 a.m. to 12:00 Noon only. Youth must be
supervised at all times by an adult. Parking will be allowed in
designated areas only. Only rainbow trout (5-per day) and
channel catfish (1-per day) may be kept by each participant. No
fishing license is required. These events are free___to all
participants. No pre-registration is needed.

Recommended equipment: A light action rod and reel
combination (one per child) with very small fishing hooks, light line
(<12 Ib test) small bobbers, and small split shots. For bait, bring
whole kernel corn, small worms, or prepared trout bait (Berkley
PowerBait or similar). Small rooster tail spinners work well but we
require that you use single hooks only on this bait type. If you
intend to keep trout, please bring a stringer or small cooler.
